
You’ve worked hard this quarter creating quality pieces; now it’s time to assemble those pieces into a portfolio that displays your writing abilities.  This assignment is 50% of your grade (along with final pieces), so you will want to take it seriously and get started early.  

What to do:

1. Choose four pieces of your writing from this quarter.  These should be pieces that you feel incorporate skills from class, show improvement in writing, reflect your creativity, and, most importantly, are pieces that you are proud of and enjoy! 
2. Revise and edit these pieces so that they are Final Piece quality (you may use already submitted final pieces).  I strongly advise having at least one other person edit the pieces because sometimes you don’t notice errors or inconsistencies in your own writing.  These pieces should be PERFECT in terms of grammar, spelling, punctuation, etc.  You will lose points for EACH of these writing convention errors, so be sure to proofread even after you use spell check.
3. Each piece must have an original title.  “Attempt #4” or “Ernesto Piece” does not count as a title.  
4. All pieces must be typed.  Remove all heading information, attempt number information, etc.  Instead, type your name at the bottom of each piece.  
5. Assemble the pieces into an electronic portfolio to be submitted on Edmodo (more details to follow) AND turnitin.com 
6. Each of the pieces should be decorated in some way.  Add photos, clip art, change the background, add color, etc.  Be creative!

7. Each piece should include a cover sheet that analyzes the piece as a model of good creative writing as explored in this course.  
8. Your portfolio must have a cover page that includes your name, the date, and some sort of title (“Creative Writing Portfolio,” while generic, is okay).  

NOTE:  You will have computer lab time for half the period on approximately 3 dates.  More details will follow.  You should plan on doing some work outside of class.
