Creative Writing Final Piece Editing
**You will need two different colored pens today, one for you and one for a partner.

1. Choose one piece of writing to polish as a final piece.

2. What type of piece is it? (play, mystery, poem, etc.)

3. What are the required elements for your piece (see the attempt rubric)?

4. Examine your chosen piece for the elements in #3.  Add, subtract, and make any necessary changes.  USE A DIFFERENT COLORED PEN SO I CAN NOTE CHANGES MADE.

5. Examine your use of the following: specific detail, show, not tell, imagery and figurative language, focus, organization/structure, character development, etc.  Add, subtract, and make any necessary changes. 

6. Edit for grammar, mechanics, punctuation, spelling, etc.

7. Trade papers with another person and have them complete #4-6. USE A DIFFERENT COLORED PEN SO I CAN NOTE CHANGES MADE.

Typing Final Pieces

1. Open Microsoft Word.

2. Type YOUR ORIGINAL PAPER (with no changes).

3. Look over your suggested changes as well as the suggested changes from your partner.  

4. Turn on Track Changes (see reverse).

5. Make corrections to your paper.  These can be suggested changes from self and peer editing and also any other changes you would like to make.

6. Print out your final piece, INCLUDING the changes and bubbles indicating changes.  

7. Attach edited draft(s) to the final piece and turn in to Mrs. Kopeny.

FINAL PIECES WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED WITHOUT TRACKED CHANGES.

**Make sure to SAVE often!
