World Literature Learning Essay

Frankenstein:  The monster's story of learning.

Sedaris: "Me Talk Pretty One Day."

Audience:  Write this essay for a group of peers and teachers who may not be familiar with your personal story of learning a particular skill.

Purpose:  To describe the trials and tribulations you encountered while trying to learn an essential skill or life lesson. To reveal how the learning process was humorous, heartbreaking, eye opening, or world changing.  To convince your audience that you are a better person for the experience and for the result.  

Emotional Appeal:  Your essay should describe your learning process so as to evoke an emotional reaction (pathos) from your reader.  You should include multiple emotions at different points in your essay so that your reader can more easily appreciate the commonality of experience.

Credibility:  Your evidence should include anecdotal evidence: short, explicit stories that illustrate your learning process and the wisdom you gained.

Rhetorical Devices: You will be expected to use diction (word choice), imagery, and figures of speech as tools of persuasion.  The arrangement of your essay should reflect the purpose and your vision of how best to relate the growing pains you experienced.

Length:  The essay should follow MLA guidelines.  The essay should be no more than two pages, 12 point font, double-spaced, and with 1-1.25 inch margins.
