Division of Work/Your Ticket Out of Class
At the end of each class work day, you will be responsible for turning in a brief list of what you have accomplished in class.  While you are definitely encouraged to work together and do things as a group, there will also be times where it is necessary to divide the work in order to get everything completed (one person works on coloring the map while another creates words to the national anthem, etc).  Therefore, you need to list the individual tasks completed each day as well as the group ones.  You may also include tasks completed the night before if you did any work at home.  
**At any time, I may ask you to “prove” your statements.  You must always be prepared to show me the work you have completed that day.

Three Strikes, You’re Out
