Island Survival Experiment

Disaster Strikes!  The world as we know it no longer exists!  It is SURVIVOR and LOST all wrapped into one.  The island where you have landed is a tropic climate, but it has varied terrain—parts are mountainous, some parts are densely forested, and there is also grassy plain, not to mention beach area.  There are many plants, fruit trees, and even a few wild animals on the island.  

There are NO adults, I repeat, NO adults anywhere.  It is up to you and the members of your group to start from scratch and create a new community.  When designing and building your new community, learn from the “mistakes” that adults have made in creating your previous society.  Build a perfect society!  Be creative!  It is up to YOU and your fellow survivors to create a new world, a utopia.  Sound easy?  We’ll see…

Some ground rules:

· You and the members of your new community must agree on the policies and “vision” of your society.  

· There is NO technology at this point on your island, so you can’t be sure if there are other survivors.  If there are other small groups, how will you deal with them?  

· You must use your class time extremely wisely.  

· Each member of your group has talents to bring to this project.  Encourage one another.  Demand excellence from each other.  Your survival, as well as your own INDIVIDUAL grade, depends on it.  You will be graded on your project as a whole, but your individual participation will affect the group effort and your individual grade.  Therefore, please make sure you are keeping a list of the work you do individually.  Divide up the tasks equally!  Work together to create a perfect society.  If one member is not doing their part, they might just be “voted off” the island.  

· You may present the different aspects of your society in any way you wish (drawings, 3D images, video, etc).  All written aspects must eventually be typed.  Be Creative!  See me if you have great ideas or questions.  I can’t wait to be a visitor in your new society!  

Requirements:

1.  Country Name

2.  Map of island and community
3.  National Anthem (lyrics and music—lyrics must be original; music can be a familiar tune or original—will be performed)

4.  Form of Government and Constitution/Justice and Laws (What kinds of government will be implemented?  How will you determine your leaders?  Will the citizens have any rights?  Who will decide the rules?  What are the rules/laws?  What will happen if they are broken?)

5.  Travel Brochure or Commercial persuading people to come to your island

· Geographic Description of Island

· Recreation and Entertainment (Is there a national pastime?  What will the citizens do for fun?  Will the humanities [music, paintings, sculpture, literature, drama] have a place in your society?  Who will decide what is “art?”)

· Food and Accommodations (What food is available on the island?  What types of plants/animals are available on the island?  Will you grow crops? What will you do for housing?  How will you build it?  What will it look like?)

· Customs and Culture (What kinds of celebrations?  Holidays?  What are the values and morals you intend to support?  What will be “socially acceptable?”)
· Occupations and Currency (How will you decide who will work at what job?  How will people “pay” for goods and services?)

· Survival Tips (What else should people know in order to thrive on your island?)
You must include:

· a minimum of 3 photos, graphics, drawings, or pictures

· Ethos, pathos, logos

Examples: Logos (survival tips, accommodations), Ethos (tourist testimonials), Pathos (pictures, appeal to emotions)

· Colorful, creative, and original

· Proper spelling and grammar (WREN)—error free!
